GDSA — SWIMMER OF THE YEAR - The Advertiser Cup

Tiui Misi GCA
This cup was presented to the Geelong Western Club by the Geelong Advertiser Pty.Ltd. in 1927;
and then handed over to the District by the Geelong Swimming Club.

It is a perpetual challenge cup for competition in aquatic events, including diving, swimming in
clothes, medley and freestyle. It was competed for by both boys and girls during the Geelong
Championships. (Up until 1985- boys only) In the 1992/93 season the competition for this cup
changed. It became a club based competition - two mixed relay involving all age groups and the cup
goes to the winning club. This season it has reverted back to an individual trophy — it is awarded to the
swimmer who scores the highest points throughout the year — encompassing national, state and
country championships; both long and short course; and records broken at all of the above plus
GDSA records.

CLUB TROPHIES
GDSA Charity Shield — not awarded this year.

West Coast Shield GEELONG

This shield was presented to the District by West Coast in 1992. It is awarded to the club scoring the
highest number of points at the Geelong Championships. Place points plus 1 point for each swimmer in
the heats. 2000/2001 season — change in points system because the Champs are no longer swum as
such: 1 point for each meet be allotted to each club for each of their swimmers who competes in the
City by the Bay sprints,

the Geelong Open, the Lara Meet in February, and the NDO Short Course - a total of 4 meets — each
swimmer can earn 4 points for their club if they compete in all 4 meets. (Since inception until 2008
season — 5 meets — only 4 since then.)

INTERCLUB TROPHIES

Girls - Touzel Shield

This was presented to the District in 1971 by Mr & Mrs Touzel. It is awarded to the club gaining the
most points in the girls division of the District inter-club series — currently based on all club open meets.
