Geelong District Swimming Association (GDSA) Swimmer Privacy Statement

The GDSA may record images and achievements of swimmers during competitions conducted by the District or by its member-clubs and publish these to its website.

Swimmer achievements and images may be published in order to:
· promote swimming as a competitive sport,

· encourage swimming club membership,

· provide information to competitors, and

· to promote swimming within the wider community.

Parents / guardians and swimmers should be aware that images and data published to the GDSA website are available to everyone.  
The GDSA acts to protect the privacy of swimmers, by:  

· insisting that recipients of medals / ribbons wear a club shirt (or similar) for the presentation ceremony,

· publishing only low resolution images,
· preferring to publish images showing groups of swimmers rather than individuals,

· ensuring that published images are not accompanied by names, and
· ensuring that personal contact details are not published i.e. home phone numbers, addresses or personal email addresses are not published, except with the prior permission of the individuals concerned.
Any image will be removed from the GDSA website at any time at the requested of a parent, guardian and / or swimmer.

The GDSA recognises the desire of parents / guardians to take photographs of their children and their friends.  At competitions conducted by the District or its member clubs, the use of cameras by parents / guardians to photograph their own children and their friends is generally permissible.  If taking photographs is not permitted at a particular competition, this will usually be published in the competition program.
If any person has concerns related to any individual taking photographs / using video equipment at a competition conducted by the District or a member club, they should contact any official or lifeguard and appropriate action will then be taken.
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
